If 
you are planning a trip to Africa, Asia, Mexico, South 
America or other international destinations, you may 
need to update your current immunizations or receive 
additional vaccines not usually needed in the  
United States.

To help you stay healthy on your trip, schedule a 
travel immunization office visit through Saint Mary’s 
Immunization Program  by calling 775.770.7100. This 
appointment with a registered nurse includes a health 
history review and administration of immunizations, 
if needed. A certified immunization record and 
destination-specific travel health information are  
also provided.

The following vaccines and travel medications  
are available:

Just as you plan what to pack and what sites to see, 
you should also plan for your travel health needs well 
in advance of your trip. Remember that vaccines and 
travel medications should begin at least one month prior 
to departure to ensure full protection, so make your 
appointment as soon as possible.

Office visit fee applies in addition to cost of vaccine(s). 
Payment is due at the time of your appointment by cash, 
check or credit card.
